	Week 1

· Introduce the topic ‘All About Me’ to the children.
· Children will be provided with mark making equipment to practise their drawing and fine motor skills e.g., felt pens, pencils, paintbrushes, colouring pencils, chalk, pastels, charcoal.

· Demonstrate how to draw a variety of lines e.g., straight lines, wavy lines, zig-zag lines etc using the mark making equipment.  Give the children chance to experiment mark making using these lines.


· Show the children how to draw a variety of shapes e.g., circles, triangles, squares and rectangles.  Perhaps the children could practise drawing shapes of different sizes on the playground using chalk.
Week 2

· Provide mirrors for the children to look closely at each part of their face.  Demonstrate to the children how to create a collage of their face e.g. use a paper plate and collage hair e.g. using the correct colour wool, coloured gummed paper shapes for eyes etc.

· Provide opportunities for the children to learn step-by-step instructions of how to draw a person.

Week 3
· Use mirrors again to look at their face.  Start with the eyes and talk through each part of the face in detail e.g., the pupil, the iris, the white of the eye, the eyelashes, the eye lids.  Do this for each part of the face to help the children to observe each part carefully.  Demonstrate how to draw a face step by step.

· Demonstrate how to draw a person step by step starting from the head.  Give the children time to experiment drawing and painting people.
Week 4

· Show the children the colour wheel and see if they can name all the colours on it.

· Discuss with the children their use of colour when drawing/painting people.  Explain to the children that we would need to use the correct colours to make a picture look more realistic.  Ask the children to look closely at the colour of their skin, the colour of their eyes and hair.  Can the children say the correct colour name to match their skin, eyes and hair?  Explain to the children that they are going to paint a portrait of their face using the correct colour.
Week 5

· Provide opportunities for the children to experiment with coloured paint and explore what happens when the colours mix.

· Look at the colour wheel again and talk to the children about the three primary colours (red, yellow and blue).  Explain to the children that when we mix two of each of these colours, the secondary colours are made.

· Teach the children how to make orange with red and yellow.

· Teach the children how to make green with yellow and blue.

· Teach the children how to make purple with red and blue.

Week 6

· Learn about the artist Freda Kahlo and look at examples of her work.  Ask the children what they can see?  Draw attention to the vibrant colours the artist uses in a style that was influenced by indigenous cultures of Mexico as well as European influences.   Help the children to form their own opinions about the artists’ work and explain that it is okay to have a different view to somebody else.

· Tell the children that they are going to replicate her work using paint to match skin tones, eye colour. hair colour and then create a background using vibrant colours.
Week 7

· Ask the children to compare their work to the work of Freda Kahlo.  What do they think is the same?  What do they think is different?

TOPIC: Seasons & Celebrations (D&T Focus)

	Introduce the topic of seasons and celebrations.  Explain to the children that we are in the season of Autumn and that soon some people will be celebrating Halloween and Bonfire Night.  Explain how they are celebrated e.g. parties, special food, dressing up, traditions like ‘trick or treat’/fireworks.

· Show the children how to practise their sketching skills by drawing some spooky Halloween characters e.g. ghosts, witches, skeletons, pumpkins etc.  

· Ask the children to create either a Halloween picture/card.  Can they use collage materials to provide texture to their picture?

· Ask the children to look at a variety of images of fireworks.  Discuss how the fireworks look with a friend?  What colours can you see?   What shapes?

· Ask the children to draw their experiences of fireworks using oil pastels on black paper?

· Allow the children time to experiment drawing with pastels?  If they press gently with the pastels and then press hard how does it change the colour?  What do you notice?  Which technique do you like best?

· Use the 2Paint app on the I-Pad to draw Bonfire Night.


· Talk to the children about the next celebration on the calendar- Christmas.  Tell the children that for this celebration we are going to use textiles to make various crafts.  Show the children a variety of textiles.  Observe how they look and feel and discuss words to describe them e.g., soft, smooth, silky etc.

· Tell the children that we associate certain colours with Christmas time (red, green, gold and silver).  Ask the children to choose a piece of coloured card in the shape of a triangle to represent a Christmas tree.  Use a variety of materials e.g., fabric off-cuts ribbon, sequins, pom-poms etc to decorate the tree and join using glue.

· Show the children a variety of Christmas images e.g., Father Christmas, Christmas puddings, Christmas stockings, Christmas trees, stars, snowmen, presents etc.  Demonstrate how to draw them and provide opportunities for the children to practise drawing these images.

Week 1 

· Introduce the topic ‘Superheroes’ to the children.  Read the story ‘Supertato.’  Tell the children that they will make their own Supertato.  The children will bring a potato to school, and they will collage various materials onto their potato to create the character from the story.

Week 2

· Recap how to draw a person.

· Show the children how to draw a superhero mask, costume, cape and boots. 

· The children will paint from memory their favourite superheroes using paints.  They should be provided with opportunities to mix their own colours from the 3 primary colours.  Can they remember how to make green, orange and purple?

Week 3

· Look at a variety of well-known superheroes.  Look at their face masks.  What shapes, colours and patterns are on them?  Explain what the word ‘logo’ means.  Do any of the superheroes have their own logo?  The children can make up their own logos and then design and make their own superhero mask. Can the children experiment drawing from imagination their own superhero and think of a logo/pattern to draw on their costume?

Week 4

· The children will be given plenty of opportunity to use scissors to create various crafts e.g., cut out superhero characters and use a variety of materials to collage and create a puppet to use in small world play.

Week 5


· Look at some facts about the artist Faith Ringgold.
· Look at some of the story quilts she has made.   Discuss what is happening on them?  
· Talk about how the quilts were made.
· Discuss ideas for the children to use to create their own story quilt.

· Show the children some images of cities and the buildings they might see.  Demonstrate how to make a cityscape using black sugar paper and pastels and draw on some superheroes. (Area)











Week 6

· Provide recycled materials to create 3D superheroes/superhero vehicles.  Ask the children how they will join the boxes/recycled materials?  Provide a variety of joining materials (e.g., masking tape, cellotape, glue, string, split pins) for the children to experiment with.

· Introduce the topic of ‘Space’ to the children.

· Show the children some images that remind us of space (e.g., planets, astronauts, space rockets, stars etc) and demonstrate how to draw them.  

· Provide opportunities for the children to practise drawing these items onto different types of paper e.g., sugar paper, tissue paper, crepe paper, tracing paper, card.

· Look at images of space.  Use chalk as a medium for drawing on black sugar paper.  Ask the children draw their own space picture.

· Next time draw a different space picture using pastels as a medium for drawing.  Ask the children to identify the differences that they noticed when using chalk/pastels.

· Ask the children to use a circular template to draw onto a piece of plain A4 paper.  Tell the children to use scissors to carefully cut out their circle shape and that this shape will be a planet.  Next show the children the marbling tray and the marbling inks.  Explain to the children that they are going to create a marbled pattern on their planet.  Drop the paper gently onto the surface of the water for a few seconds.  Carefully lift the paper up to reveal the pattern.

· Give the children a variety of 2D shapes.  Ask the children to arrange these shapes to make space objects e.g., rockets, planets, aliens.

· Ask the children to create a 2D shape picture by drawing around each shape and colouring it in with their choice of media.

· This time ask the children to work with 3D materials to create space objects e.g., make an alien using modelling dough, create a space rocket from recycled materials.

· Evaluate their own models.  Talk about what they like about their models and what they found difficult.  Is there anything they would change about it if they were to do the activity again

	Week 1
· Introduce the topic of ‘Growing & Minibeasts.’  Begin by showing the children a variety of images of mini-beasts to encourage conversation.  Ask questions e.g. has anyone seen any of these creatures?  If so, where?
· Encourage the children to notice specific features of each mini-beast e.g. the colour, the number of legs, whether or not it has wings etc.
· Ask the children to sketch mini-beasts by looking carefully at their body parts, their shapes and to colour them using colouring pencils.
Week 2
· Introduce the artist Edouard Martinet.
· Show the children the clip on You Tube about the work created by Edouard Martinet.  Explain that he was an artist with a speciality in sculpture.  Explain what a sculpture is in simple terms e.g. a person who creates a three-dimensional representation from clay, stone, metal, wood etc.
· Show some images of Edouard Martinet’s work and ask the children their thoughts on his work.  Write down some of the children’s comments as a record.
· Ask the children to look at a selection of images of his work and to select their favourite image.  Can they tell the other children why they have chosen this piece?  What do they like about it?  Ask the child to stick their favourite image into their Learning Journey.  Teacher to scribe the child’s thoughts about this work next to the image.
Week 3
· Provide opportunities for the children to create minibeast sculptures using play dough.  Provide examples created by adults for the children to follow.   Provide the necessary tools, images, materials and support for the children to achieve this.  Take photographs of the children making their sculptures and the finished product as evidence.
Week 4
· Show the children a piece of air-drying clay.  Talk about how this looks or feels different from play dough.  Ask the children to hold a piece of clay and talk about how it feels?  Tell them that this clay will turn hard after it has been used to hold the model into shape.
· Talk to the children about their favourite mini-beast?  Can you explain why you like it?  
Tell them that today they are going to make a clay model of their favourite mini-beast.  Show them the tools that they will use e.g. a rolling pin, their fingers, some scissors, modelling tools etc.  
Ask the children to create their mini-beasts thinking about its shape, number of legs, whether or not it has wings, the number of body parts and the patterns on its body. 
Week 5
· Tell the children that today they are going to create a 3D sculpture of a mini-beast habitat to create a home for their clay mini-beast.
· Show the children an example and explain how it was made.  Talk about the materials and tools that were needed to create it.
· Show the children a variety of resources and tools that they could use to create their own mini-beast home.

Week 6
· Recap the work of Edouard Martinet.  Talk about the materials and tools he would have used to create his sculptures.
· Explain to the children that today we are going to make mini-beasts in the style of Edouard Martinet but this time using tin foil.  Talk about the material and describe what it looks like.  How can you change the shape of the tinfoil?
· Ask the children to choose a different mini-beast to create using tin foil.  Provide photographs of mini-beasts for the children to look at.
· Take photographs as evidence to go in the children’s Learning Journey.

TOPIC: Under the Sea/ India (D&T Focus)

	· Introduce the topic ‘Under the Sea.’
· Talk to the children about the creatures and plants that we would find under the sea.  Can they name any of these?  Have they seen any of these?
· Can they draw/paint some of the creatures that live in the sea?

·  Introduce the topic of India to the children.

· Show the children images/watch videos of India.  Demonstrate how to draw some of the native animals What patterns are used in Indian culture?

· Show the children the colour wheel and ask them to name the primary colours.  Next, name the secondary colours.  Explain to the children that when two of the primary colours are mixed, they create one of the secondary colours.  Ask the children if they can remember which primary colours need to be mixed to make green, orange and purple?

· Children to paint their favourite Indian animal.  They will be given only the primary colours and will need to experiment mixing their own colours of paint.

· Show the children the famous building ‘The Taj Mahal.’  Discuss all the areas of detail on the building to enable the children to draw from observation. 

· Look at patterns used on Indian textiles.  What images are often used?  Can you copy some of these patterns or make some similar patterns of your own? E.g. Mandula flower, Paisley patterns and henna designs.

· Provide opportunities for the children to look at a variety of textiles.  Choose textiles with a variety of textures, colours and patterns.  Can the children talk about them and use describing words to say how the textiles look and how they feel e.g., soft, silky, smooth, shiny etc.

· Introduce the children to Binca and show them a variety of coloured threads.  Explain that we can sew threads through textiles to create colourful patterns.  Provide opportunities for the children to experiment using a plastic needle and thread to sew into the Binca using a simple running stitch.

· Experiment with the technique of weaving using ribbons/wool.
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
