	· Introduce the topic to the topic ‘The Colour Monster’ to   the children

Throughout this topic:  
Provide plenty of opportunities for the children to explore colour using a variety of media and materials.e.g.; pencils, felt tip pens, crayons, pastels, chalks, and paint on different surfaces within the indoor/outdoor provision areas. 
The children should have access to scissors when supported by an adult.
The children should have access to 2D shapes to observe and draw around as templates, collage materials, and PVA glue to create 3D pictures.

Week 1:  

· Show the children the colour monster story explaining how colours are used to show how someone is feeling.
· Look at the colour wheel and begin to name the primary and secondary colours.
· Can the children talk about their favourite colour?

· Can they paint a picture using their favourite colour?



Week 2:  

· Recap the colour wheel.  Show the children the Primary colours (red, yellow and blue).  Tell the children that secondary colours are made by mixing two of the primary colours together.  Model how to make the secondary colours with only the primary colours.
· Provide opportunities for the children to experiment mixing two of the primary colours to create the secondary colours.
· Talk about the colours they have created.  Can they remember how they made these colours?  
· Using one of the colours they have made, show the children how to make fingerprints and handprints.


Week 3:

· Show the children a variety of 2-D shapes and model how to draw each one.  (Whilst drawing, name each shape and briefly describe how it looks e.g.: pointy, round, curved, straight).
· Provide a variety of shapes for the children to draw around using coloured pens and diverse types of paper.
· Provide coloured chalks and images of 2-D shapes for the children to draw independently outside on the playground.


Week 4:


· Teach the children how to use scissors safely and how to hold them correctly.  
· Work in small groups; provide a variety of paper for the children to practise cutting whilst supported by an adult.
· Show the children how to make their own colourful collage using gummed pre-cut shapes.



Week 5:

· Recap the colour wheel and colour mixing from the previous lessons.  
· Model how to draw faces, bodies, arms and legs. 
· Provide pencils, pens, crayons or pastels and plain paper for the children to practise on. 
· Tell them they are going to draw a person in their family or someone special to them.  Provide a variety of coloured pencils, crayons or pens for them to choose from and with encouragement ask them to pick a colour for a particular purpose e.g. “What colour is mummy’s hair?”  Can they identify the correct colour?


Week 6:

· Recap the story of the Colour Monster and prior learning on the colour wheel and colour mixing.  
· Provide the children with pots of paint in the Primary colours.  Tell the children that today they will paint their own monster using either orange, green or purple paint?  Can they remember what colours they would need to make their chosen colour?

Week 7:  

· Show the children pieces of work by the artist Piet Mondrian.  Ask them what colours they can see?  What shapes can they see?
· Talk about what they like/dislike about Mondrian’s work.
· Create a shape picture in the style of Mondrian using gummed paper to stick down pre-cut shapes.
· Discuss with the child their finished piece of work.  Are they happy with the result?  Did they find anything easy?  Did they find anything difficult?  Do they think their work looks like the artist’s work?

	· Introduce the new topic ‘The Gruffalo and The Gruffalo’s Child’ to the children.


Throughout this topic:
· Provide opportunities for the children to experiment using a range of modelling equipment within the indoor and outdoor provision areas. e.g., cardboard boxes, recycled materials, tape, construction sets, play dough, den building materials etc.


Week 1:


· (Dough disco – Do this activity whilst listening to music).  Show the children the play dough and talk about how it feels.  Show them how to roll, stretch, pinch, twist, bend, pull and squash the play dough. 
· Show the children how to make a sausage shape by rolling the dough between their hands.  Can they use a rolling pin to make it flatter?

· Show the children how to make a ball by rolling a piece of dough around in the palm of their hand.

· Show the children how to join pieces of play dough together.

· Provide opportunities for the children to use other modelling tools e.g.: play dough cutters, shape moulds, extruders etc. 




Week 2:



· Show the children how to make a figure of a person or an animal by rolling a sphere shape for the head and a bigger shere shape for the body and how to join them together.

· Demonstrate how to add smaller pieces of dough to create other body parts e.g., arms and legs, eyes and nose, etc.

· Explain to the children that we can add other materials to our dough, to create texture, to decorate and add detail e.g., sequins, beads, glitter, pom-poms, match sticks, etc.



Week 3:


· Adult to model to the children how to create a sculpture of the Gruffalo.  
· Talk to the children about the tools and materials they will need to create body parts e.g., the purple prickles on his back may be made using match sticks coloured in with 

purple felt pens. Perhaps add wiggle eyes for the Gruffalo’s eyes?  etc.




Week 4:


· Show the children a variety of different types of tape e.g.; Cellotape/masking/parcel tape.  Explain that they may be used to join things together.  Show the children how to do this. Provide opportunities for the children to work collaboratively to build a house for the Gruffalo and the Gruffalo’s child using cardboard boxes of different sizes.

· Ask the children to draw on the windows and the doors and to decorate the house by drawing e.g.; the door number, the letter box, the bricks, the window ledges, the drain pipes, the roof tiles etc.

· Once the house is complete, talk to the children about what they noticed about the tapes they used.  Which one worked best and why?  Were there any that were not as good?  Can they explain their answer?  Are they happy with the house they made?  What do they like about it?  What could they have done better?  

· Perhaps use a toy of the Gruffalo/Gruffalo’s child to re-enact the story using their new house.






Week 5:


· Show the children the den making materials.  Explain that this week they will be making an outdoor home for the Gruffalo and the Gruffalo’s child.  Together with adult support, use the materials to build a den.  Allow time for the children to discuss their ideas as a group.  

· The children can use the den to role-play the story.



Week 6:


· Allow time for the children to make Christmas crafts of teachers’ choice e.g. Christmas cards for their families or Christmas decorations.

TOPIC: Nursery Rhymes

· The children will be provided with mark making equipment to practise their drawing and fine motor skills e.g., felt pens, pencils, paintbrushes, colouring pencils, chalk, pastels, charcoal.

· Demonstrate how to draw a face to recap from the Autumn term

· Demonstrate how to draw a body.

· Children will begin to draw their favourite nursery rhyme characters.  

· Teach the children how to match the correct colours to colour in their character.

· Provide opportunities for the children to use a range of media as mentioned above.

· Provide different surfaces for the children to draw on e.g., paper, card, sugar paper, newspaper and use a variety of colours.  Children can even draw on the playground or on the walls in the outdoor area.

· Show the children various textiles of assorted colours and patterns.  Discuss how they look and how they feel.

· Show the children how to create a collaborative collage by sticking pieces of coloured paper/textiles onto a piece of paper using PVA glue.

· Provide new materials for the children to collage e.g., sequins, match sticks, glitter, wool etc.

· Provide opportunities for the children to collage onto their nursery rhyme character e.g., using fabric for their clothes, wool for their hair etc.

· Provide opportunities for the children to draw the characters from memory and scenes from the nursery rhyme.

· Show the children how to draw imaginary nursery rhyme characters and think of a rhyming name for them.

· Demonstrate how to use an art computer program to create your favourite nursery rhyme character.  The children could use the art program Splosh or 2 Simple.

· Show the children how to draw/paint Winter pictures e.g., snow, snowmen, icicles, bare trees etc.

· Teach the children how to mix colours for the pigs using red and white paint.

· Teach the children how to make brown to paint the wolf using red and orange and then by adding blue.

· Demonstrate how to apply paint using different tools e.g., paintbrushes, cotton buds, sponges, stampers, bubble wrap to create different effects?

· Cut out and colour images of the story characters and stick onto lolly sticks to create puppets to use in imaginary play.

· As a class make 3D models of the Three Little Pigs houses from boxes, collage using straw and sticks and paint on bricks, windows and doors.

· Make ‘The Three Little Pigs’ characters from play dough using modelling tools to add details e.g., parts of the face etc.

· Collage paper plate faces of story characters using a variety of materials e.g., fabric, ribbons, sequins, coloured paper, tissue paper, vivelle etc.

· Cut out and colour in story character masks to use in the role play area.

· Learn about the artist/designer Steve Roberts the maker of the CBeebies TV series called Twirly Woos.  

· Give the children chance to use their imagination to create their own story characters and create them using modelling dough.  Can they think of a name for their character?

· Teach the children how to draw/paint Spring pictures e.g., flowers, baby animals, blossom trees, eggs in a nest, Easter eggs, church etc.

· Teach the children how to draw leaves looking closely at their shapes and colours and finer details e.g., the veins on each leaf.  

· Teach the children how to draw seeds and flowers.

· Make leaf prints and create patterns using alternate colours. 

· Use natural objects to make prints using coloured paints.

· Learn about the artist Richard Long and look at examples of his nature sculptures as inspiration for their own work.

· Demonstrate how to create outdoor sculptures with natural materials by arranging them carefully to create different patterns and arrangements. 

· Collect stones and paint shapes on each stone.  The stones can be used in the outdoor space to create repeating patterns.

· Make nature crowns using strips of card and PVA glue to stick down collect objects.

· Demonstrate how to weave by creating a loom from sticks, then wrapping wool around the loom.  The children can weave natural objects through the wool.  This activity could be done as a collaborative piece of art with all the children adding something they have found in the outdoor space.

· Create rubbing on different surfaces e.g., the playground, the walls, tree bark.

· Create patterns in play dough by arranging sticks and seeds in unusual ways to create circles, spirals, lines, star shapes etc.

	· Introduce the topic of ‘Minibeasts ‘to the children and read the story ‘What the Ladybird Heard.’

· Take the children outdoors to go on minibeast hunts and observe insects in their natural environments.  Look at them closely through a magnifying glass.  Teach the children how to draw them from observation.

· Look at a variety of insects in non-fiction books and observe their diversity looking particularly at their colours and patterns.  Can the children draw these patterns? (Butterflies, beetles, wasps, and bees are good examples of colour and pattern) 

· Provide the children with a beetle template and images of beetles. Ask the children to create patterns of their own by drawing and colouring in their own beetle.

· To draw around templates of minibeasts to create pictures. 

· Show the children a variety of textiles.  Ask the children to talk about how they look and how they feel?  Can they use words to describe them e.g., smooth, silky, soft etc.  Talk about the patterns they can see on the fabric.  Provide opportunities for the children to create collages with the textiles.

· Provide beetle templates again.  This time ask the children to use textiles to collage an insect pattern.

· Look at the work on ‘The Snail’ by Henry Matisse and explain to the children how this picture was created.

· Ask the children what they think about the picture e.g. Do they like/dislike the picture?  What do they like about it?  Is there anything they do not like about it?  Can they comment on the colours or shapes the artist has used?  Do they notice any patterns?  Show the children the spiral shape that the artist has created with pieces of coloured paper to create the snail shell.

· Practise drawing spiral shapes on various kinds of paper or on the playground using chalk.

· Try to replicate the artist’s work.  Provide coloured paper and encourage the children to rip off small pieces.  Use the coloured pieces of paper to collage a spiral shaped snail shell just as Matisse did.  Complete the picture by drawing the foot of the snail with its eyes on stalks.

· Make 3D models of insects using play dough/junk modelling equipment.  Provide a range of materials for the children to use to add to the sculpture e.g., pipe cleaners to create wings, sequins for eyes/spots, shells to make a snail shell etc.

· Provide textiles for children to create their own dens in the outdoor space.

· Provide opportunities for the children to draw/paint summer pictures and provide demonstrations where necessary e.g., the seaside, buckets and spades, the sunshine, trees in full leaf etc.
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
