The Month of May 

May is the month dedicated to Mary, Mother of God.  

During May, each class teacher will send home a prayer bag containing the ‘Travelling 
Rosary’ with a different child each day.

 Inside the ‘Traveling Rosary’ prayer bag, there will be cards with the words of the ‘Our Father’, ‘Hail Mary’ and 
‘Glory Be’, a tea light and a set of children’s wooden rosary beads.  
 

 Light the candle and begin by holding the crucifix, making the sign of the cross. 

 On the single bead, pray the ‘Our Father’. 

 On the set of 10 beads, pray the ‘Hail Mary’’ 10 times. 

 Finish by praying the ‘Glory Be’ and then make the sign of the cross.
